Recall examples

5 July 2021 - mugs, bowls & plates
The product may break during use. If the
product breaks when it is filled with hot
liquid, this can increase the risk of burns,
scalding or serious injury.

17 September 2021 — phone AC adaptor
The adaptor’s insulated pin may crack and
expose the active pin. Risk of electric shock
or electrocution causing injury or death.

19 October 2021 — LED light

The button battery compartment of the
product may not be adequately secured,

so the button battery in the product may

be easily accessible. If young children gain
access to the button battery and ingest it,
they may suffer internal burn injuries, which
can result in serious illness and even death.
